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MUSEUM OF MILITARY
HISTORY IN PIESTANY

Museum of Military History in PieStany is
apart of the Institute of Military History in Bra-
tislava that was established on st May 1994.
Institute of Military History is a scientific and
research facility of the Ministry of Defense of
the Slovak Republic holding both archive and
museum collections focused on the field of
military history.

Museum of Military History is a speciali-
zed state museum with a nation - wide sco-
pe. As for the subject field and specialization
of the Museum, it specifically focuses on col-
lecting and professional processing of the col-
lection items that serve to document the his-
tory of warfare and the military history of Slo-
vakia, with the aim to make them widely avai-
able.

The Museum was established in 1994,
with the original seat in Trencin. Since 2004
it has resided in Piestany. The registers of its
collections contain more than 40 000 mu-
seum pieces and items of historical value.
There are two branches of the Museum of M-
litary History - the Museum Department in
Piestany and the Museum Department in
Svidnik. The Museum contributes greatly to
raising historical awareness among the wide
public in Slovakia through its exposition and
exhibition activities, through publishing ac-
tivities and cultural and educational activities,
with the aim to give the citizens of the Slo-
vak Republic the sense of pride in their sta-
tehood, and to arouse their esteem for the
national military traditions.

Museum Department in Piestany houses a permanent exhibit The
Weaponry and Equipment of the Czechoslovak Army from 1945 - 1992,
which opened in September 2004. In the three exposition hangars and in
the exterior the visitors can see more than 400 museum pieces of various
weapons and military equipment.

In the exterior there is a display of artillery and engineer equipment,
tanks and armored vehicles, military airplanes and anti-aircraft weapons.

Exposition hangar 1 represents the core of the whole exhibition.
There is a display of the wheeled armored vehicles and other armored ve-
hicles and artillery equipment used by the Czechoslovak People’s Army
(CSLA) from the fifties up to the eighties of the 20th century. This exposi-
tion hangar stades also various types of military aircraft and aviation equip-
ment.

In the Exposition hangar 2 there is a display of the armored vehicles
and military motorcycles used by the CSIA up to the nineties of the last
century.

In the Exposition hangar 3 are displayed various types of tanks and
artillery equipment used by the CSLA up to the nineties of the last century.
