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In the introduction to the article, the author informs briefly on the exhibition organized
by the Fastern Slovakia Museum in Košice on the occassion o f  the 100% anniversary
o f  the outbreak o f  the World War 1., titled This is what our grandfathers were like.
World War 1. and Eastern Slovakia, 27 June 2014 — 7 December 2014. The author
highlights that the most precious addition was the unigue album o f  photographs from
the battlefields o f  the World War 1, made by  Anton Brecher (1888 — 1964) living in
Košice for a major part o f  his life. After entering the military service, he became the
military photographer and thanks to this undisputed benefit, he managed to survive for
the full four years without serious injury on the frontline (he was enlisted on 3 August
1914 and was demobilized on 28 October 1918).
Brecher’s album is 36 cm wide, 26 cm high and 7 cm thick and is coated in fabric
with plant patterns. The album also contains paintings with military topic, made by
Brecher. The captions contain not only the subject o f  the photographs but also the
place (municipality, town, other significant geographic data) and time (usually the
month and year, sometimes even the specific date) o f  shooting. The caption texts are in
Hungarian, apart from the majority o f  military terms, which are in German.
The album contains primarily the shots o f  combat activity o f  the Austro-Hungarian
Army units on the frontline (building trenches, infantry fire and shellfire, transfers
o f  soldiers, meetings o f  officers, caring for the wounded, burying the fallen, etc.).
Another interesting part comprises the photographs depicting the situation in the rear,
leusure time and typical entertainment o f  the soldiers.

Východoslovenské múzeum v Košiciach pripravilo pri príležitosti 100. výročia
vypuknutia prvej svetovej vojny výstavu Takí boli naši dedovia. Prvá svetová vojna
a východné Slovensko, ktorá bola nainštalovaná v Historickej účelovej budove múzea
v termíne 27. júna 2014 — 7. decembra 2014.! Výstave predchádzala rozsiahla mediálna
kampaň, počas ktorej múzeum získalo desiatky vzácnych pamätihodností po priamych
účastníkoch vojny, a to nielen z regiónu východného Slovenska. Najvzácnejším
prírastkom bol unikátny aľbum fotografií z bojísk prvej svetovej vojny, ktorý múzeu
zapožičala pani Ing. Judita Bódyová. Album obsahuje 594 fotografií a ich autorom
je Anton Brecher, starý otec pani Bödyovej.? Objavenie takého nesmierne cenného
artefaktu je  pre historikov a múzejníkov doslova malým sviatkom. Najmä na Západe sa
pri podobnej príležitosti často usporadúvajú samostatné výstavy venované prezentovaniu
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
