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The author was looking for the grave of  his great-uncle and searching the
military archives for his fate. By doing this, the author claims that there still is
a certain number of  similarly unknown and forgotten victims of  the undeclared
Hungarian-Czechoslovak War of  June 1919 and earlier fights for Slovakia.
When locating the graves o f  Czech defenders o f  Banská Štiavnica, near Dekýš
village in central Slovakia and by finding the names and fates of  victims buried
in them the author has found numerous inconsistencies and errors. From the
June war fighting he focused on the heroic defence of  the cities in central
Slovakia - Banská Štiavnica and Zvolen — by the units of  2" Czechoslovak
Infantry Division under the command of  Colonel Joseph Snejdarek. Within
the 2" Division he was following the action of  the incomplete 15 battalion o f
10% Rifle Regiment from Mladá Boleslav. In doing so, he explained the course
of  fighting near the village Dekýš on 15% and 215% June 1919 and identified
5 of  7 victims buried there. The article highlights not only the benefit o f
investigative probes for research o f  military history but also for clarifying
the hidden historical traumas, going beyond the scope of  the private level.

Bčhem prvniho desetileti existence mezivaletné Československé republiky
byly ve včtšinč obcí odhalovany pomníky ¢etnym občtem první svétové války. Mezi nimi
jsou však na mnoha mistech uvádčni také osadníci, ktefi prokazatelné z válečného kotle
vyvázli a na podzim 1918 se z nevlidnych zákopú vrátili. Jejich jména se na pomnicich
včtšinou vyskytují bez rozlišení mezi občťmi z válečných let 1914 — 1918. Jen výjimečné
jsou uvádčna oddčlenč jako následné občti z let 1919 — 1920 spolu s vojáky, zemfelymi
v zajateckych táborech a polnich lazaretech. Jen v obcích regionu stfedniho Polabí, rám-
cove vymezeného spojnici mezi mčsty Benátky nad Jizerou, Nový Bydžov, Kutná Hora
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
