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The study is a follow-up to the recently published articles in Vojenská história, which
analysed the causes, development and conseguences o f  the Czech-Hungarian wars for
the Babenberg heritage. The epilogue o f  this great Central European conflict from
the 2% half o f  the 13% century, resulting in the military victories o f  the Czechs (and
defeat o f  the Hungarians on the other side) and finally in the diplomatic dominance
of  the Habsburgs, which prevailed over the activities o f  the Czech king Pfemysl
Otakar II., represented the final international isolation o f  the Czech king and the
final military conflict, which resulted in the Battle o f  Marchfield in 1278, with the
Hungarian and Reich units defeating the Czech king. The study continues the topic
o f  war on the Babenberg heritage, in which this Central European focus o f  the topic
against the background o f  the relationships o f  the Austrian countries, Czech countries
and the Hungarian Crown concentrates on the detailed analysis o f  sources in terms o f
participation o f  the Hungarian noblemen as well as the development o f  military events.
In the Slovak historiography, no sufficient attention was paid to this topic and even i f
i t  has been processed in detail abroad, i t  is  beneficial mostly in terms o f  its orientation
on the Hungarian sources, the diplomatic material in particular. The paper is based on
a consistent work with the primary sources o f  both narrative and diplomatic nature, the
author has critically researched and put into context. The secondary literature is also
largely represented and applied correctly.
Military History. Czech-Hungary. 13% century. The Battle o f  Marchfield 1278, Premysl
Otakar II., Rudolf I. Habsburský, Ladislav IV. Kumansky, Henry o f  Kysek.

Po dvoch neúspešných vojnách z rokov 1271 a 1273 sa pre uhorskú stranu ukázala
možnosť na odplatu českému rivalovi potom, čo sa v Ríši objavil nový nemecký kráľ,
Rudolf I. Habsburský. Ten sa v podstate okamžite dostal do konfliktu s Premyslom
Otakarom II. Český kráľ tak nielenže stratil pokojné zázemie na západe, ktoré mu
v predošlých konfliktoch s Uhorským kráľovstvom krylo chrbát, ale postupne sa dostal
pod dvojitý tlak, Ríše a uhorského dvora. Pre Pfemysla to bola osudová rana, ktorá ho
stála nielen všetky dovtedajšie územné zisky, ale napokon ho priviedla i na bojisko
Moravského poľa v lete roku 1278.

Vzťahy súperiacich strán do roku 1278

Mier medzi českým kráľom Pfemyslom Otakarom II. a uhorskou stranou, po predošlej
vojne v roku 1273, nebol uzavretý ihneď po skončení bojov, ale najskôr až niekedy v roku
1275, prípadne ešte rok predtým. Presné detaily nepoznáme, no je  viac-menej isté, že cesty
k nemu neboli jednoduché. Trochu svetla do vtedajších udalostí snáď vnáša formulárový
záznam Henricha z Isernie (asi 1275 — 1276). Aj keď  ide „len“ o diplomatický formulár,
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
